   Please remember that the state requires that ALL children between 
the ages of 2 and 5 have the flu vaccination by December 31st to attend school.  
Please give your proof of immunization to the office ASAP. 
Seasonal Flu: The current seasonal influenza vaccine is required every year for those children 6 months 
through 59 months of age. Children who have not received the flu vaccine by December 31 must be excluded 
(not allowed to attend childcare/preschool) for the duration of influenza season (through March 31), until they 
receive at least one dose of the influenza vaccine or until they turn 60 months of age. Children entering 
childcare/preschool after December 31, must provide documentation of receiving the current seasonal flu 
vaccine. Children entering childcare/preschool after March 31 are not required to receive the flu vaccine; 
however, flu season may extend until May and therefore getting a flu vaccine even late in the season is still
